14 Reflections Contest Council Winners to Compete for State -wide Honors

Dickerson has a reputation for student academic excellence, yet check a little closer and you will find that our 

Dickerson students also excel in the arts. As proof, consider the results for the Eastern Cobb Council PTA (ECCC 

PTA) Reflections Contest. The annual PTA arts contest is held at elementary, middle, and high schools across the 

country every fall, and the two best entries from each grade level for six arts categories are forwarded to the local 

PTA Council to compete against the art work of students from other schools (eight middle schools in the ECCC 

PTA). Of the 25 Dickerson entries submitted to ECCC PTA for judging, an outstanding 14 (56%) won one of the 

34 finalist spots. All told, Dickerson students won 41% of the top Reflections honors for middle school students in 

East Cobb from among the 108 entries submitted. Three additional Dickerson students earned Honorable Mentions 

(HM).    
 

Judges evaluated each entry based on artistic merit (25%) and creativity (25%), but the largest factor in an entry‘s 

success was based on the student‘s interpretation of the theme (50%). This year‘s theme, ―Beauty isé,‖ was     

explored each morning with broadcasts of The Daily Reflection on Beauty in the weeks leading up to the October 8 

entry deadline. The daily videotaped announcement featured Dickerson staff with beauty-related quotes by famous 

people from many walks of life. A related question challenged students to contemplate the deeper meanings of 

beauty and consider impact of the beauty in their lives.  For example, First Lady Eleanor Roosevelt once said,  

 

ñThe future belongs to those who believe in the beauty of 
their dreams.ò 

 
Students were asked to reflect on the question, 
 

ñWhat are your dreams for your life?  
Where is the beauty?ò 

 

All students whose work was submitted to Council as local 

school finalists are invited to a reception on Tuesday, January 

26 from 6:30 – 8:30 pm at Wheeler High School. Dickerson‘s 

Council finalists have already been submitted to Georgia PTA 

to compete for top honors state-wide. Dickerson students are 

recognized at the state level nearly every year. The Special 

Artists  Photography entries by Miranda Grantham, Lindsey 

Tosto, Taha Siddiqi, and Ameena Jackson have also been   

submitted for judging at the state level. State-wide contest  

results will be known before the Georgia PTA‘s Reflection 

Reception, hosted at the High Museum of Art on Sunday, 

March 21.  

 
Georgia PTA will select one regular entry from among  all 

category winners to compete for ―Outstanding Interpretation‖ 

honors from National PTA. Dickerson student, Kameel Mir, 

travelled to St. Louis in July of 2007 to accept the award for 

Outstanding Interpretation in Literature for an essay about 

memories for the 2006-07 Reflections theme, My Favorite 

Place. Regardless of how our students fare in the state        

competitions, they are to be congratulated for the time, effort 

and talent they have put into expressing the beauty of their  

artistic talents. In that respect, they are already all winners.

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Below are some of the bills that have been PREFILED for new 

Legislation. These bills are proposed and need to go through 

the legislative process.  

CHILDREN ïHB 884, Levitas ï 82. Aggravated child molestation 

may be charged when the offense is ócommitted with forceô in       

addition to the circumstances where a child is physically injured or 

when sodomy is involved.  

DRIVERS LICENSE ïHB 875, Franklin ï 43.  This bill repeals any requirement for a 

driverôs license based on the Magna Carta of 1215 in England among other sources. PTA 

opposes this bill. PTA supports differentiated driverôs licenses for teen drivers and feels 

that a tested driver, as validated by a driverôs license, provides safer transportation for 

children and youth.  

EDUCATION -  SB 298, Seay ï 34.  A first aid component of the health and physical     

education courses in any grades 8 -12 must include a unit on basic first aid with            

opportunities for students to obtain basic first aid certification. Such certification must be a 

requirement for high school graduation in 2014 and thereafter. PTA opposes this bill. PTA 

believes that the Department of Education should develop curriculum.  

HB 882, Jacobs ï 80. Bullying is defined to include any intentional written, verbal, or 

physical act that physically harms another or damages property of another, substantially 

interferes with a studentôs education, creates an intimidating or threatening educational 

environment, disrupts the orderly operation of a school, or through electronic means. The 

local school board may transfer a student who bullies to another school, and the state   

Department of Education must develop a model policy for local boards that already are  

required to have a policy on bullying. PTA supports requirements to reduce and eliminate 

bullying.  

GOVERNANCE -  HB 886, Levitas ï 82. The offense of sexual assault against persons in 

custody is to include elementary or secondary students. PTA supports this bill.  

HEALTH - HB 872, Franklin ï 43. This bill repeals the need for mandatory vaccinations.

Our sixth graders are in the midst of their sixth grade experience.  The beginning challenges of locker 
combinations and class changes are giving way to study skills, realizing the value of organization, and 
the ever present need to belong. 
 

What concerns do I hear about most from students?   
 

1.  Organization.  The mornings I realize that I don’t have time to walk the dog or I misplaced my keys 
are tough because I’m getting off on the wrong foot. The same is true for our students. You can support 
him or her by confirming before bedtime that the backpack is, in fact, packed and ready to go. Are there 
papers to sign? Have your child return them to a safe spot in the backpack. When students get to 
school, they hit the deck running. Let’s be sure they’ve had their Wheaties and are ready for action. 
 
2.  Study Skills:  Middle school expectations are the natural progression from elementary school. But, 
students who were successful in elementary school because of good memory may find that they are 
facing a new challenge in middle school. Why? They haven’t had the opportunity to practice study skills. 
I think the key word here is “skills”. Students often tell me they “study”. What do they mean by that? I 
ask.  Well, they read the material. Maybe twice. But you and I know that studying is different than    
reading.  For some of us it means flash cards, jotted notes, graphic organizers, drawing, discussion, 
speaking into a recorder and playing that back, working with a partner, etc. It is a practiced skill. 
 
3.  Belonging:  Everyone needs to know that they fit in. Somewhere. Clubs, sports, school or religious 
groups, friends, family or neighbors: Any one of these (and plenty of others) can do the job. If your child 
hasn’t found that spot yet, they may need your guidance. 
 
OK. That’s it for now. I hope you’re enjoying the change of season. Thank you for sharing your children 
with us. This is an excellent place to be!

Presenting. . . Do you know what motivates your preteen & what doesnôt? 
From Parents Still Make the Difference 
 
Is your preteen living up to his potential at school and at home? If not, don’t give up on him! You can 
motivate him if you: 
 

DO help him set attainable goals.  Make sure they’re clear, understandable and small. 
Do find ways for him to explore his interests. Not sure what his interests are?  Ask him! 
Do praise him when he does well. On the flip side, offer constructive criticism when he    

stumbles. 
Do be creative in getting him help . If he doesn’t do well with one-on-one tutoring, for instance, 

maybe he’d blossom in a study group. 
Do accept him for who he is. Love your preteen unconditionally. 

 
Be sure you: 

Don’t set unreasonable expectations. 
Don’t threaten your preteen or punish him when he fails to achieve 
Don’t enforce rules that are too strict. 
Don’t think you should ignore his achievements because achieving “is what he’s supposed to 

do.” 
Don’t criticize him when he stumbles.   
Don’t compare him to higher-achieving siblings or friends.

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éNews from the Clinic  

 

‗Tis the season…for colds and flu. But how can we tell the difference and what should we do 

about them? Influenza (flu) is a serious illness and children who have the flu should always stay 

home from school. Symptoms include: dry cough, fever (sometimes over 102 degrees), stuffy 

nose, chills, extreme tiredness, and body aches. Flu affects the nose, throat, and lungs and     

students usually get sick very quickly. Nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea are not the main      

symptoms of flu.  

 

The flu can be passed from person to person starting one day before the person feels sick and 

for approximately seven days after the symptoms start. The flu-causing virus is spread when a 

person with the disease coughs, sneezes, or speaks and spreads the virus in the air. We can also 

get the virus by touching a surface, such as a doorknob, that has the flu virus on it and then 

touching the nose, mouth, or eyes.  

 

Symptoms of a cold may include a stuffy or runny nose, sneezing, sore throat, and hacking 

cough. Often, symptoms come on gradually. Although the common cold is usually not serious, 

if symptoms are severe it may be a good idea to keep your student home to rest and get better, 

rather than spread the cold to other students and staff at school. 

 

If your child gets a fever or flu-like symptoms, it is important that he/she stays home, rests, and 

drinks plenty of fluids. Parents should keep their sick children home from school until they 

have been without fever (temperature under 100*F) for 24 hours to prevent the spread of any 

illness. Please do not give children fever-reducing medication and send them to school. The 

medication can wear off around lunchtime and fever and aches return because they are still sick. 

Never give aspirin to children or teens who have fever and flu-like symptoms because this can 

cause a rare, serious illness called Reye Syndrome. Contact your health care provider if     

symptoms are severe or last longer than 7 days. 

 

The best prevention of flu and other illnesses is thorough hand washing with soap and water.  

Disinfecting frequently touched surfaces and other commonly shared items will help, too.     

Remember to cover your coughs and sneezes with a tissue and throw away used tissues. Teach 

children to cough into their sleeve instead of their hand. Make sure family members and friends 

do not share drinks, water bottles, or used eating utensils. Also make an effort to maintain good 

general health by eating nutritious foods, drinking enough fluids, being physically active,    

managing stress and getting plenty of sleep.  

 

Please make sure that the school has your current home, cell, and work phone numbers in 

case we need to call about your student. Remember that we are unable to place a          

long-distance call from the clinic.  Call your health care provider or the school nurse if 

you have any additional questions.
