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SCHOOL ATTENDANCE - The key to success 
 

Why itôs important:  

a) Academics-  If a student isnôt in school, he/she will miss out on valuable instruction which may cause gaps in 

learning. 

b) Responsibility-  Just as we as adults have jobs and responsibilities, your childôs responsibility and job is to 

attend school (on time) and put forth their best effort in school. 

b) It is the law-  Compulsory School Attendance Law- studentôs between the ages of 6 and 16 must attend school 

according to state law. 
 

~ Exceptions: 

When personally ill and attendance in school would endanger 

their health or the health of others. 

When there is a serious illness or death in the immediate family. 

On special and recognized religious holidays observed by their 

faith. 

When mandated by order of governmental agencies. 
 

 Cobb County Attendance Policy: 

(Provisions below apply for absences during the current school year; excessive absences, or a 

pattern of absences, may result in consideration of the previous school year as well). 

Five Absences: The teacher will contact the parent or guardian. 

Ten Absences (Excused or Unexcused):  A letter will be sent from a school administrator to 

the parent or guardian regarding attendance.  School staff may consult with the School Social 

Worker to determine if a referral is warranted at this time.   

*Please note the county policy outlines that at 10 or more absences the school administrator and/or school social 

worker may require a doctorôs statement verifying illness.  You can review this policy at the countyôs website 

http://www.cobbk12.org/centraloffice/adminrules/J_Rules/Rule%20JE.htm. 

Fifteen Absences:  A referral will be made to the School Social Worker-  If the studentôs attendance does not   

improve with the teacher and/or administrators intervention, the school social worker will work to alleviate     

situations that have led to the excessive absences.  This may involve a referral to Juvenile Court. 

What to do if your child has to miss school 

a)  If your child misses school because of illness, the parent/guardian must send a written excuse upon the 

studentôs return to school ï (a phone call is not sufficient to excuse an absence.  The school must have the 

excuse in writing).  The student must submit the note to his/her homeroom teacher upon his/her return to 

school.  The student is responsible for getting and turning in all work missed while absent. 

b) If your child has been to the doctor, please ask the doctorôs office for a verification notice that your child 

has been under doctorôs care and submit that note along with your excuse.  The school will then code your 

childôs absence as ñexcused by a doctorò. 
 

**If your child has routine appointments (ie. dental check up, orthodontist, physical exam etc), please try to have 

the child attend school during the time when he/ she is not at the appointment.  When possible, schedule the      

appointment early in the morning and then bring your child to school after the appointment, or try to schedule the 

appointment late in the day and check your child out early (if necessary).  There is usually no need for a child to 

miss a full day of school for a routine appointment. 
 

**If your child is traveling out of state and will not be able to attend school for a minimum of ten school days, 

please inform his/her teachers and call the schoolôs pupil personnel clerk to inform her of the situation. 
 

We know that it is important to you that your child obtains the best education that is possible in order to 

have the best chance at a successful future.  Invest in your childôs future by sending him/her to school on 

time each and every day.

the fiscal year budget for K-12 Education passed and signed as of May 25.

Fiscal Year 2010, House Bill 119 

¶ Fund the current salary increase of 2.5% for July and August, $32.4 million 

¶ Eliminate the Academic Coach program, $1.4 million 

¶ Eliminate six science mentors at DOE, $781,000 

¶ Eliminate the Mentor Teacher component of the Academic Coach program, $200,000 

¶ Eliminate state funded teacher liability insurance, $300,000 

¶ Eliminate 20 vacant DOE positions & other savings from vacancies, $1.9 million 

¶ Charter School Commission one-time start up fund eliminated, $120,000 

¶ Charter School implementation and facility grants, $745,000 

¶ School nurses, $29.1 million, reduced by 3%. PTA Supports school nurses. 

¶ Equalization grants to be funded for 12 mills, not 15 mills, a cut of $112.4 million 

¶ Graduation coaches funded for middle schools feeding high schools with graduation rates at     

85% or lower. Current funding is for rates lower than 95%. Reduce funding by $6 million.
